TOUR PRICE: Based on tariffs and currency exchange rates
in effect on 1/2/2014 and subject to change without notice
should there be a revision in rates prior to departure of tour.
The tourEn'ce is based on a minimum of 36 passengers. Should
there be fewer, there could be a surcharge.

ACCOMMODATIONS: In first class hotels or better, based on
double or triple occupancy with private facilities. Single-room
supplement is $69 per night and based on availability. Requests
for a roommate are assigned on a first-come, first-served ba-
sis and are not guaranteed. The single-room supplement will
fbe ?sstedssed if a roommate is not available when the group is
inalized.

MEALS: Eight full hot breakfasts and nine dinners throughout
the basic tour (continental breakfasts in hotels only where full
breakfasts are not available). Extra charge for beverage not in-
cluded in the menu of the day.

TIPS AND TAXES: Those normally appearing on hotel and res-
taurant bills as “service” are included. Airport fees, departure

Day I: Wednesday, November 12,2014, USA
| TEL AVIV

Tour members are welcomed at intemational airport for
our departing flight to Tel Aviv via wide-body aircraft ar-
riving the next day. Meals served on board.

Day 2: Thursday 11/13, TEL AVIV / CAESAREA /
MT CARMEL / TIBERIAS

Upon our arrival in Tel Aviv, we board our motor coach
and drive north to Caesarea Maritime where St. Paul was
imprisoned, tried, and sent from this Mediterranean har-
bor to Rome. We visit one of Herod the Great's palaces
and see the ruins of the ancient amphitheater next to the
ocean. From there, we stop at the Stella Maris, Our Lady
of Mount Carmel and the home of the prophet, Elijah.
Today's journey concludes as we make our way into Tibe-
rias to check in at our hotel for dinner and ovemight.
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Day 3: Friday 11/14, UPPER GALILEE

We spend the moming in Nazareth, where Jesus played,
grew up amongst the other children of the city, and later
worked with Joseph in carpentry. It is here in the Church
of the Annunciation just behind the altar where you can
see the grotto where Mary said "yes” to the angel of the
Lord. We visit St. Joseph'’s carpentry shop and Mary's well.
Next, we stop in Cana, where Jesus performed his first
miracle, changing the water into wine. If you wish, you may
renew your wedding vows as a lasting remembrance of
Cana. Then, we visit Mt. Tabor, site of the Transfiguration.
The church, built by the Franciscans in the early 20's, care-
fully incorporated the remains of previous churches into
its construction. From there, we stop at the River Jordan
to renew our baptismal promises before we retum to our
hotel in Tiberias for dinner and ovemight.

Day 4: Saturday 11/15, UPPER GALILEE
The Mount of Beatitudes will be our first stop today. We
spend time in contemplative reflection and prayer before

We proceed to Tabgha, location of the miracle of the
loaves and fish, and the Church of St. Peter's Primacy
which is located next door. It was at the Primacy of St.
Peter, where Jesus appeared after the Resurrection. We
enjoy a relaxing boat ride on the lovely Sea of Galilee and
a visit (time permitting) to the ancient boat at Kibbutz
Nof Ginosar, which was dated back to the time of Christ.
We conclude our day with dinner and ovemight at our
hotel in Tiberias.
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Day 5: Sunday 11/16, UPPER GALILEE

After breakfast, we board our motorcoach and venture
north to visit Caesarea Philippi, just north of the Sea of
Galilee and at the base of Mt. Herman. It is here you will
see one of the main springs of the Jordan River. Cae-
sarea Philippi, also called “Banias”, is the location of the
testimony of St. Peter and where Jesus answered him,
“You are the Rock and upon this rock | will build my
Church.” From there, we visit Bethsiada and Chorazin,
Galilean towns where Jesus did much of his teaching. We
retum to Tibenias for dinner and ovemight.
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Day 6: Monday 11/17,TIBERIAS / BET SHEAN /
JERICHO / JERUSALEM

Our journey today takes us to various stops on our path
to Jerusalem. Our first stop is Bet Shean, where King Saul
and his sons were pinned to the walls. It became the De-
capolis Capital visited by Jesus and known as Scythopolis.
We see the ancient theatre, Circus Maximus and Cardo
Maximo. From there, we stop in Jericho, the world's old-
est city. From the excavated tel atop the ruins of ancient
Jericho, we view the lush green Jordan Valley, Elisha's

spring and Qarantal, the Mount of Temptation. We will
celebrate Mass (subject to confirmation) at the Good
Shepherds Church of Jericho. Next, finish our joumey as
we arrive in Jerusalem to check in at our hotel for dinner
and ovemight.

DaY< 7:Tuesday 11/18, JERUSALEM
Ein Karem, birthplace of John the Baptist and Church of
the Visitation where Mary uttered the words of the Mag-
nificat will be our first visit of the day. From there we
roceed to Bethlehem to visit the Church of the Nativity,
t. Catherine’s, the Manger, the Crusader's Cloister and
the Grotto of St. Jerome. We celebrate Mass (subject
to confirmation) at the Church of Nativity. Then, we
visit the cave in Shepherd's Field and view the Fields of
Boaz. After shopping in Bethlehem, we visit Mount Zion,
the Upper Room and Dormition Abbey. We continue to
Bethany, home of Mary and Martha before retuming to
the hotel for dinner and ovemight.
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Day 8: Wednesday 11/19, JERUSALEM / MASADA /
ERUSALEM

oly Mass will be celebrated this moming at the Cenacle
(subject to confirmation). Then, we drive to Masada
where we ascend by cable car to the magnificent ruins of
the fortress where from 70 to 73 AD, Jewish defenders
made their last stand in the Judean revolt against Rome.
We see the remains of storehouses, cistemns and a sixth-
century Byzantine church. Next, we proceed to the ex-
cavations of Qumran, the Essene community connected
with John the Baptist which is the site of the caves where
the Dead Sea Scrolls were found. We conclude our day
with a stop (and opportunity to swim) at the Dead Sea,
1300 ft. below sea level (the lowest spot on earth). We
retum to our hotel in Jerusalem to freshen up for dinner
and ovemight.

Day 9: Thursday 11/20, JERUSALEM



the Mount of Olives for a panoramic view of Jerusalem.
We visit the Church of Pater Noster and the Chapel of
Ascension and then we walk down the hill to Dominus Flevit
Chapel, where Jesus wept over Jerusalem. We proceed to
the Garden of Gethsemane and the Church of All Nations
where Jesus endured his Agony. This aftermoon, we visit Pi-
late’s Judgment Hall, the Chapel of Flagellation, Lithostrotos,
and the Arch of Ecce Homo (“‘Behold the Man™) and the
Convent of the Sisters of Zion. Dinner and overmight.
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Day 10: Friday 11/21, JERUSALEM / TEL AVIV
The beautiful Church of St. Peter of Gallicantu (The Cock
Crows), location where Jesus was held in the house of the
High Priest Caiaphas, is our first visit of the day. We will
ce%ebrate Mass there (subject to confirmation). Then, we
enter the Old City through the Zion Gate and see the Car-
do and the remains of Nehemiah's Wall on the way to the
Westem (Wailing) Wall. We visit the Davidson Center and
visit the Church of St. Anne and the Pool of Bethesda. We
stop for a brief view of the Model of the City of Jerusalem at
Jesus' time and (bn'eflyg visit the Shrine of the Book, where
we see the Dead Sea Scrolls on display. This afternoon we
transfer to Tel Aviv where we will enjoy a farewell dinner at
a local restaurant before we head to the Ben Gurion Airport
for our overnight flight back to the United States.

Day I11: Saturday, November 22, 2014, TEL
AVIV / USA

We arrive home with unforgettable memories, knowing we
have walked in the footsteps of Jesus and the early Chris-
tians. Such a memorable tour will bring new meaning to our
Christian life.
