Day 1: Monday, April 15, 2024, USA / VENICE
Today we depart the United States for our overnight
flight'to Venice. Meals are served on board.

Day 2: Tuesday 4/16, VENICE . i

Upon our arrival in Venice, we have an orientation tour
of the charming C|t8/. Venice is built on 118 tiny islands,
criss-crossed by 160 canals, and linked by 400 footbridg-
es. We make our way to the Church of San Marco where
we have time to pray and browse St. Mark’s Square. We
proceed to Venice Mestre to check in at our hotel for a
welcome dinner and overnight. [D]

Day 3: Wednesday 4/17, VENICE )
After Mass, today is free to explore independently.
Suggestions include:

*  Take a water taxi to and between the three islands_in
the Venetian lagoon. ®Murano, known for its beautiful
glassworks, is the first island. Demonstrations by master
craftsmen can be observed and their creations can be pur-
chased in island shops. @®Burano, famous for its artisan
lace, exhibits and sells treasures of the trade in the Lace
Museum and in boutiques. Burano's 15th-century leaning
bell tower, part of San Martino Church, attracts tourists as
does Via Galuppi, the island's main street. The colorful
hues on homes and the canal are a popular focus for lo-
cal and visiting artists. ®The third island, Torcello, draws
tourists to see the incredible mosaics within the 7th-cen-
tury Cathedral of Santa Maria Dell'Assunta. This ancient is-
land is unlc?ue as it is primarily a nature reserve, accessible
only by walk paths. .

. Experience a gondola ride and weave through the ca-
nals, Note: standard ride is 40 minutes. Fares are higher
at night. Gondolas will hold six people so standard fares
can be divided, Most gondeliers speak some English. Dif-
ferent views of Venice can be seen on quiet, back canals
where you won't be bumper to bumper. If you opt for a
back canal, walk a few blocks off the main street (away
from San Marco). If you are more interested in the tourist
route, you will want to be on the Grand Canal.

*  Venice is home to the world-famous opera house, Teatro
La Fenice, one of the most renowned landmarks in Italian
theatre. Daily tours of Teatro La Fenice are available. Art
enthusiasts may want to visit the Guggenheim, a modern
art museum on the Grand Canal.

This evening, join new friends or enjoy a private sam-
pling of authentic northern Italian cuisine as dinner is
on your own. Overnight in Venice Mestre. [B]

Day 4: Thursday 4/18, VENICE / FLORENCE )
We depart Venice this morning and proceed to beautiful
Florence. Upon our arrival, we visit the Academia to see
the original statue of “David". Then, nearby is the Basili-
ca della Santissima Annunziata, Renaissance-style, mi-
nor basilica. We visit this beautiful and highly venerated
Marian Shrine. Our day concludes as we check in at our
hotel for dinner and overnight. [B,D]

the Baptistery and Campanile (bell tower). The Cathe-
dral is the fourth largest church in Europe and the tallest
building in present day Florence. Especially notable are the
Baptistery’s gilded bronze doors, which were done by Ghi-
berti in 1401. From there, we visit the historical and pres-
ent day center of Florentine activity, the Palazzo Vecchio
(“old palace”) and the Piazza della'Signoria. The Piazza is
a popular area for Ipeople to stroll and gather; in the past
it has served as a place of public meeting and even execu-
tion. There are many statues found in the vicinity - some
are originals and some are copies, like David (the original
is housed in the Academy of Fine Arts). We will make our
way to Santa Croce area where the remainder of the day
is free to explore on our own. Suggestions include:

*  Opera Del Duomo Museum, home of a Michelangelo Pieta
and the Mary Magdalene of Donatello. Or, the Uffizi Gallery,
one of the most renowned houses of art in all of Italy.

. Galilei Science Museum if science is your niche.

. The Santa Croce leather school you can view a demonstra-
tion by their talented master craftsmen.

*  View frescoes by Fra Angelico at San Marco's Convent.

There is so much to see and do in Florence. Therefore,

take this evening to grab a quick bite to eat and continue

exploring or choosea fine restaurant to enjoy a relaxed

sit-down meal. Dinner is on your own this evening. [B]

Day 6: Saturday 4/20, FLORENCE / SIENA / ASSISI
We depart Florence and proceed south to Siena to visit
the Basilica of St Dominic, where we have an opportuni-
t%to view the relics of St Catherine, and the Duomo (ca-
thedral) of Siena, a remarkable example of Italian Gothic
architecture. We enjoy a guided tour of the city and
stop at the Piazza del Campo. The fan shaped Piazza is
home to the barebacked horse race, known as the Palio,
and many other important events. We proceed to Assisi
to check in at our hotel for dinner and overnight. [B,D]

Day 7: Sunday 4/21, ASSISI _ . .
Welcome to beautiful Assisi! This morning, we stop in
the lower plains to explore the Basilica of St Mary of
the Angels, built in 1569 to protect the Portiuncula. The
Portiuncula is the church that St Francis and his brothers
were given shortly after Pope Innocent Il approved of
their rule. We also see the statue of St Francis with the
live white doves, the thorn-less rose bush and the cave
where St Francis prayed in solitude. From there, we vis-
it the Basilica of St. Clare, which houses her incorrupt
body in a crystal casket in the crypt. Off the main nave
of the Basilica is the crucifix from which Christ spoke to
St. Francis in San Damiano. St Francis heard a voice say,
"Go Francis, repair my church, which is in ruin.” Thinking
that God was telling him to rebuild San Damiano, Francis
renounced worldly goods and began immediately to re-
ﬁalr the building. OnI}l later did the saint realize that God
ad been speaking ot His living Church. Then, we will be

escorted by mini coaches to the church of St Damiano.
Dinner and overnight in Assisi. [B,D]

Day 8: Monday 4/22, ASSISI / ORVIETO / ROME
DUOMO OF ORVIETO

As we depart Assisi this
morning, we stop first to
visit one of Christianity’s
most revered shrines, the
Basilica of St. Francis, and
see the frescoes depicting
events in the life of this gen-
tle saint. Then, our journey
continues to Orvieto where
we stop to explore the tiny
city. In 1263 a pious Ger-
man priest, Peter of Prague,
stopped in Bolsena to cele-
brate Mass on his pllwm—
age route to Rome. While
a_devout practicing-Cath-
olic servant, Peter couldn’t
erase the skepticism he felt
about Christ being present in the consecrated Host. As
he uttered the words of Consecration at the altar above
St. Christina’s tomb, blood began seeping from the con-
secrated Host. Blood dribbled across his hands onto the
altar and corporal leaving Fr. Peter quite stunned and
confused. He interrupted Mass requesting to be taken
immediately to the tiny nelghhborln city of Orvieto (just
10 miles away), where the Holy Father, Pope Urban IV,
was residing. “An investigation was launched and orders
were given to retrieve and transport the Host and blood-
stained linen to the Orvieto Cathedral where they were,
and still are today, reverently enshrined and exhibited. It
was this miracle that prompted Pope Urban IV to com-
mission St. Thomas Aquinas to write a special Mass for
what was to become our annual Feast of Corpus Christi.
We visit the Cathedral of Orvieto (location of the shrine)
where the Eucharistic Miracle is exhibited. Then, we pro-
ceed farther south to Rome to check in at our hotel for
dinner and overnight. [B,D]

Day 9: Tuesday 4/23, ROME
Our first stop today is at the Vatican Museum and the
Sistine Chapel where Michelangelo's restored master-
ieces adorn the ceilings and walls. We enjoy a guided
our and then proceed to the Basilica of St. Peter. In-
side the basilica, we view one of Rome’s most recognized
works of art, Michelangelo’s Pietd and we visit the tombs
of our newest saints, Pope St. John Paul I and Pope St.
John XXII. From there, There will be free time to explore
on your own.

e Just outside the basilica is the Vatican Post Office. Feel
free to stop in and purchase postcards and stamps to send
to family and friends gbnng the addresses). Send one to
yourself as a keepsake! Remember, although Vatican City
is located with the city limits of Rome it is, In fact, its own
state. With 110 acres and fewer than 900 residents, Vati-
can City State boasts the title of the smallest, international
state that is recognized by the rest of the world. Therefore,
the stamps will be quite Unique, Interesting gifts can also
be IEurchasecj inside the post office. (Very crowded on day
of Papal Audience)

. Adjacent to St. Peter's Square are shops and restaurants.

*  The 312-step climb to the "cupola” Dome of St. Peter's Ba-
silica is worth the effort and en_en};y as views from the tQP
are ma%nlﬁcent. An elevator/lift 0 the roof level is avail-
able but from the roof to the top is step by step. There is

a nominal fee.




We gather and board the motor coach for a visit to San Pi-
etro in Vincoli (St. Peter in Chains), where we see Michelan-
gelo's Moses and the chains that bound Peter. Nearby is the
renowned Colosseum where we make a brief photo stop
(outside only). Next, we proceed to the Basilica of St Paul
Outside the Walls, an impressive church which houses the
remains of St. Paul under the main altar. Our day concludes
as we return to our hotel for dinner and overnight. [B,D]

Day 10: Wednesday 4/24, ROME
This morning, we will be dropped off at St. Peter's
?quare. You have two options: ) )

. Those who wish to attend the Papal Audience with
Our Holy Father, Pope Francis (provided he is home)
may listeén to the words of His Holiness and receive his
blessing with pilgrims from all over the world.

2. You have free time to explore on your own. Sugges-
tions include:

*  Tour the Colosseum or Roman Forum.

. Visit San_Clemente Church, St Alphonsus Liguori, St
Peter in Chains or any of the many churches tgat pop-
ulate the C|t¥.

. Go see the Pantheon or the Spanish Steps.

. Visit Piazza Navona (where local artisans display and
sell their craft), the Pantheon, or Trevi Fountain (Where
you can toss a coin in the famous fountain which leg-
end says will assure your return to Rome).

Sample the culinary delights of the Romans at the restau-
rant of your choice as dinner is on your own this eve-
ning. Overnight in Rome. [B]

Day 11: Thursday 4/25, ROME
Today we proceed to
St. John Lateran, the
Cathedral church of the
Pope. This church was
originally built by Con-
stantine’'when he ended
the Christian persecu-
tions. Here we see the
Altar that holds the relics
of Sts. Peter and Paul.
Next to the Basilica is the
Baptistery and across the
street is the Sancta Scala
- Holy Stairs, which were
transported from Pilate’s
palace in Jerusalem and
on which the Savior
climbed before His cru-
cifixion. Those who wish
to pray each step on
their knees may do so.. ] ] ]
The option to take the side stairs on foot is also available.
Then, nearby we visit St. Mary Major, where inside the Ba-
silica we view relics of Jesus’ manger from Bethlehem. Next,
we visit the Chiesa del Gesu (Rome's first Jesuit Church,
where a 3D fresco adorns the ceiling and aisles are replaced
by petite chapels that face the main altar. To the right of
the altar, is the a reliquary containing part of the right arm
of St. Francis Xavier, one of the founders of the Jesuits). We
visit the catacombs before our farewell dinner with wine.
Overnight in Rome. [B,D]

Today we bid farewell to Italy as we transfer to the airport for
our return flight to the U.S. Our pilgrimage offers the mind and
soul a treasure trove of memories inspired by God's majestic
landscape and a world we explore one pilgrimage at a time.
